Criteria for Applications to the Kirsty Baker Trust

Introduction

A portion of the grants made by the Kirsty Baker Trust are for the Object:

“To further the work of the Christian Church by providing training for evangelical, missionary and pastoral work either within the Parish of Wembdon or anywhere else in the world”

These criteria have been drawn up to assist the Trustees as they consider applications. Preference would normally be given to applications which meet the criteria.

Criteria

Grants will normally be considered for applications that meet the criteria:

         Training Grants are made to help individuals with the cost of training, rather than the running expenses of a project or group.

         Furthering the work of the Christian Church Applicants and their projects should be compatible with the Trustees’ understanding of the Christian faith, set out in the Statement of Faith (see below).

         Evangelical, Missionary or Pastoral Work for which training is undertaken, are understood as

o       Evangelical work means sharing the Christian message (sometimes called ‘evangelism’ or ‘evangelistic’ work). 

o       Missionary work means promoting the Christian Faith in a cross-cultural context.

o       Pastoral Work means applying the Christian faith to people in need.

In addition, preference will be given to applications connected with single and specific projects with known duration and desired outcome.

Successful applicants will be expected to send a report to the Trustees on completion of the project, 250-500 words are usually sufficient.

Application Process

Applicants should write to the Secretary of the Kirsty Baker Trust, 11 Lyndhurst Crescent, Wembdon, Somerset TA6 7QG, setting out:

-          The scope and nature of the project

-          An indication of how the project fits with the Objects of the Kirsty Baker Trust

-          Their assent to the Statement of Faith

-          An outline of costs and other sources of funding applied for

Grants will normally be considered at Trustees’ meetings held twice a year.
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Statement of Faith

 
We understand the fundamental truths of Christianity to be as revealed in Holy Scripture, including:
a)     There is one God in three persons, the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit. 

b)     God is sovereign in creation, revelation, redemption and final judgement. 

c)      The Bible, as originally given, is the inspired and infallible Word of God. It is the supreme authority in all matters of belief and behaviour. 

d)     Since the fall, the whole of humankind is sinful and guilty, so that everyone is subject to God's wrath and condemnation. 

e)     The Lord Jesus Christ, God's incarnate Son, is fully God; he was born of a virgin; his humanity is real and sinless; he died on the cross, was raised bodily from death and is now reigning over heaven and earth. 

f)       Sinful human beings are redeemed from the guilt, penalty and power of sin only through the sacrificial death once and for all time of their representative and substitute, Jesus Christ, the only mediator between them and God. 

g)     Those who believe in Christ are pardoned all their sins and accepted in God's sight only because of the righteousness of Christ credited to them; this justification is God's act of undeserved mercy, received solely by trust in him and not by their own efforts. 

h)     The Holy Spirit alone makes the work of Christ effective to individual sinners, enabling them to turn to God from their sin and to trust in Jesus Christ. 

i)        The Holy Spirit lives in all those he has regenerated. He makes them increasingly Christlike in character and behaviour and gives them power for their witness in the world. 

j)        The one holy universal church is the Body of Christ, to which all true believers belong. 

k)      The Lord Jesus Christ will return in person, to judge everyone, to execute God's just condemnation on those who have not repented and to receive the redeemed to eternal glory.
